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Study Abstract

The study aimed to know the effectiveness of the top-down reading model of
reading instruction in developing reading comprehension skills for the Arabic language
learners as a second language, and in their effectiveness in modifying their attitudes. In
order to achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used the semi-experimental
approach and descriptive approach. (List of Reading Comprehension Skills Level,
Selection of Reading Comprehension Skills, and Reading Direction Scale in Arabic) for
students of the advanced level of Arabic language learners a second language.

The sample was divided into two groups: control and experimental. The control
group consisted of (29) students, while the experimental group consisted of (30)
students. All of them has pre applied by tools of the study in the following way (reading
comprehension test and the reading scale in Arabic). Afterwards, the experimental
group studied by top-down reading model, while the control group studied the
traditional method. After the duration of the training, both groups were tested for post-
reading comprehension and post-secondary measurement. The results were processed
statistically, and the study reached several results, the most important are as following:

1- There are statistically significant differences between the mean scores of the
experimental and control groups in reading comprehension skills in favor of the
experimental group.

2 - There are statistically significant differences between the average scores of the
experimental group in post-test in literal, deductive, critical, tactile, and creative
reading comprehension skills after being trained in the top-down reading model.

3 - There are differences of statistical significance between the average scores of the
experimental group to formulate a postmodern measure in the direction of reading
in Arabic.

4 - The effectiveness of the top-down reading model in the development of reading
comprehension skills and the attitudes towards reading in Arabic language for
students who are studying Arabic language as a second language.
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
