e The problem of the study, and its
importance: under the openness of information,
technical development, many countries were keen to take
advantage of technology in education, then it appears the
so-called e-learning which means using computers in
education, and with the passage of time, it has been
invented wired devices such as smart phones, portable
devices; the so-called mobile education system which, in
turn, facilitated the process of obtaining the information at
anytime, anywhere, and wireless devices smart phones
which are rarely, devoid of them in any house, enjoyed with
features that facilitate the processes of learning and
education at any time, in any place, the problem of the study
in the bored feeling, stalking some language learners who
are studying in the traditional way which leads to dropout
rates, as well as the failure of some of them in the formal
school; because of their presence in remote locations, or
oppose their times with regular study time in the
educational institution; which prevents them from
enrolment in the classroom; therefore, the present study
tried to overcome the elements of time and space, especially
that the studies that have benefited from this type of
education in other disciplines, its results advocated the
importance of mobile learning, the use of modern



technologies in the educational process in all scientific
disciplines and the teaching of languages; in the overcome
of the elements of time and space; and because of these
reasons generated the idea of this study which aims to find
out how "the effectiveness of a program based on mobile
applications in the development of the vocabularies of the
learners of Arabic as a second language ", which was
designed in this study linguistic program to provide for
learners of Arabic as a second language, aimed at the

devices in the educational process, the fourth topic: the
system of Blackboard Mobile application and its features
and the fifth topic: Blackboard Mobile application and its
features.

The results of the first question:

The answer to the first question: What is the appropriate
vocabulary for average level that could be developed
through using mobile applications?_The list of vocabulary
that can fit in the average level of learners of Arabic as a
second language, which could be developed further by using
mobile applications, where the following actions are
performed:

1_ preparation of the questionnaire: containing the most
appropriate vocabulary for the proposed program, which is
designed for students of the average level in the evening
program, and identified this vocabulary from several
tributaries, such as some of the common lists, and linguistic
glossaries of some modern educational chains in the
teaching of Arabic for non-speakers, and some of the sites
of the teaching of Arabic for non-speakers in the web...etc.
2_ Arbitration of the questionnaire: which includes the list
of language vocabulary that will be presented to a group of
arbitrators of university professors and specialists in the
teaching of this level; to reach the final list included in the
proposed language program.

- Results of the third question:

To answer the third question: what are the components of
the program based on mobile applications, in which the
development of the vocabulary?

The researcher prepared a proposed program based on
mobile applications, aimed at the development of the
vocabulary of students of the average level of learners of
Arabic as a second language in the Arabic Language
Institute of Imam Muhammad bin Saud Islamic University
in Riyadh.

The components of the current program were as follows:
1_ Set the bases for the program: psychological, linguistic,
cultural, and educational.

2 Identifying the objectives of the program: public,
private.

3- Formulation of program Content: It is made up of nine
lessons, the content is divided into three units, each unit
included three lessons. Each unit is preceded by a pre-test
and followed by a post- test to make sure that learners
benefits and comprehend each unit. Nineteen hours are
determined for teaching this program in three hours a
week. One hour and a half for each lesson in tow periods
time in addition to training and examination hours.

4- Select and design of appropriate teaching method; the
teaching program, represented in: _communication entry.
The oral method. Cooperative learning method. - Active
learning style. _ Brainstorming.

5- Identify means, and activities followed in this program.
6- Determine the calendar methods, namely: the tribal
calendar, formative calendar, and post-calendar.



7_ Formulation the study plan for the program.

8__ preparation instructor directives and guidance in each
lesson; to help him in the teaching program.

9_ Ensure the validity of the program by presenting it to the
arbitrators and specialists; to benefit from their proposals
and amendments.

By constructing the program and its components, the
researcher has answered the third question of the current
study questions.

- the results of the fourth question:

To answer the fourth question: What is the effect of the
program based on mobile applications in the development
of vocabulary of learners of Arabic as a second language?
The researcher did the following:

1_ Application of the linguistic test in a remote application
for the learners - the study sample -.

2_ Comparison of the students' grades in the language test
before and after the application of the program to
determine the effect of the program based on mobile
applications in the development of the vocabulary of the
students from the change that occurred in the grades of the
students in the applications: tribal and remote.

3_ Process the results statistically, and reach and discuss
the results.

4__ To make recommendations and proposals.

B_ The results related to the Hypotheses of the
study:

The results of the current study are summarized as follows:
1_ The study proved the effectiveness of the program based
on mobile applications in the development of the
vocabulary as a whole to the learners of Arabic language,
The hypothesis that "there is a statistically significant
difference at 0.05 between the average scores of the
experimental group and the control group in the vocabulary
test as a whole for the benefit of the experimental group ".
2_ The study proved the effectiveness of the program based
on mobile applications in the development of the
vocabulary in the level identified among Arabic language



learners, the hypothesis that "there is a statistically
significant difference at 0.05 between the experimental
group average and the control group level of recognition in
favor of the experimental group ".

3_ The study proved the effectiveness of the program
based on mobile applications in the development of the
vocabulary in the level of understanding among the Arabic
language learners, the hypothesis that "There is a
statistically significant difference at the level 0.05 among
the experimental group and the control group Level of
understanding in favor of the experimental group ".

4__ The study proved the effectiveness of the program based
on mobile applications in the development of the
vocabulary in the level of employment among learners of
Arabic as a second language, the hypothesis that "there is a
statistically significant difference of 0.05 between the
average scores of the experimental group and the control
group at the level recruitment for the experimental group "

The study's recommendations:

Through the previous results, the current study
recommends the following:

1_ Conducting researchers in the field of teaching Arabic to
non-speakers of a number of research studies on language
vocabulary.

2 Pay attention to activities relating to vocabulary, which
enable learners to use what they have learned from the
linguistic skills, provided that they are linked to the
objectives of the lesson.

3_ The focus of language curriculum designers for Non-
Arabic speakers on the exercises, and activities that belong
to the vocabulary and diversity in put at all three levels:
identifying, understanding, and employment.

4__ to ensure that the training of students master the skills
of understanding and employment of vocabulary; so that
they gain as much of the vocabulary during the lessons of
the Arabic language.

5- preparing activities for teaching vocabulary; to include



localization and development activities, in the light of the
modern pedagogic techniques in education.

6__ Pay attention to the common vocabulary for students of
the Arabic language to non-Arabic speakers, and include
them in educational programs that prepare them; even the
learners can employ this vocabulary and communicate
between them.

7_ Diversity in the preparation of the content of educational
programs non-Arabic speakers; raise the thrill in order to
avoid boredom: The lesson to be in the form of a dialog, or
a story...etc., this in turn may help in the acquisition of
vocabulary, or develop them to the learners of Arabic as a
second language.

8__ Not neglecting the Islamic culture when teaching the
Arabic language to non-Arabic speakers, taking into
account the inclusion in educational programs, and not to
be taught directly, only if necessary.

9_ The need of attention to education through the mobile
in the teaching of Arabic non-speakers, and benefit from
the global experiences in mobile learning approach; for the
features that are not found in the prevalent traditional
education.

10_ The need for coherence between objectives, content,
training, teaching methods, means, activities, and methods
of the calendar, which in turn may help in the development
the vocabulary of the learners.

11_ Pay attention to the communicative activities that
enable learners to use what they have learned from the
linguistic skills, with the need to link the activity to the
objectives of the lesson.

12_ Consider grammatical rules as a means of linguistic
communication, and not an end in itself; it should be taught
language functions, imposed by the linguistic position
communicative exposure to the learner while learning the
Arabic language.

13_ establishment of training courses for teachers; to train
them on the latest modern teaching methods and
techniques in the teaching of vocabulary and other



language skills.

14_ The need for the training of teachers of Arabic for non-
speakers to the way to prepare the language test, correct
them, and benefit from the results in the development of
the performance of the students.

15_ Training the students on how to use the Arabic
keyboard of their smart phones before the application of the
linguistic program; in order to be able to know the position
of the letter on the mobile screen, and then the interaction
with the instructor and the program prepared.

16_ Distance from the use of intermediate language in
teaching by the instructor, or between scholars narrowly; so
Learners can get rid of thinking in their mother tongue
during learning the target language.

17_ Maximizing of discussions and dialogs, and with a
commitment to dialog in Arabic contemporary language;
this will install the vocabulary in the mind of the learner,
and training for recruiting and communicating.

18__ The need for integration between the arts of the Arabic
Language: speaking, reading, and writing; so as not to
overwhelm one art to another, even if the goal is training on
a particular art of the Arabic language, must find a kind of
balance and integration between these art.

19_ The need for providing the opportunity for learners to
be able to actively participate in the learning process, and
opening the way for them to express writing or talked about
the topics which tend to provide feedback to them in a
timely manner.

-The study’s proposals:

In the light of the results of the study, the researcher
suggests some issues that might serve as a field for study,
namely:

1_ Preparation of a similar study aimed at the development
of the vocabulary of the learners of Arabic as a second
language: beginner and advanced levels.



2_ Conduct a similar study aimed at the development of the
language structures to learners of Arabic as a second
language in three levels: beginner, medium and advanced.
3_ Preparation of a proposed program based on mobile
applications; the development of the four language skills:
listening, speaking, reading and writing.

4__ Preparation of a proposed program based on mobile
applications; to treat the difficulties facing the learners of
Arabic as a second language in linguistic skills.

5_ Preparation of a proposed program based on mobile
applications; to treat the difficulties facing the learners of
Arabic as a second language in the morphological and
grammatical aspects.

6__ Preparation of a proposed program for training teachers
of the Arabic language to non-Arabic speakers on the way
of the development of the vocabulary of the scholars.

7_ Preparation of diagnostic tests; to determine the level of
vocabulary (identifying, understanding, and employment)
when studying in the stages of learning, and then search for
ways; for their development.

8__ Preparation of a proposed program based on mobile
applications; to teach the language for special purposes.
