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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the linguistic competencies of Arabic
teachers as a second language, the competencies of planning and
implementing Arabic grammar lessons as a second language, and the
competencies of the evaluation of learning Arabic language rules as a
second language. To achieve these objectives, the researcher used the
descriptive analytical method and she used resolution as the only tool of
this study.

The study population consisted of teachers of Arabic as a second
language in Arabic Linguistics Institute — King Saud University in Riyadh
who numbered (19) teachers, Teaching Arabic Language Institute —
Imam Muhammad ibn Saud Islamic University in Riyadh who numbered
(40) teachers, and Arabic Teaching Institute for Non-Native Speakers —
Princess Nourah bint Abdulrahman University in Riyadh who numbered
(30) teachers. And this concerns the first term of the academic year 1439
/ 1440.

After collecting, analyzing and interpreting the data, the researcher
reached several findings, including:

- ldentify the competencies needed to the teachers of Arabic as a
second language in learning the grammatical structures.

- The degree of the importance of the implementation competency
needed to Arabic teachers as a second language has been
emerged with an average of (4.57 out of 5) as a first place.

- The degree of the importance of the linguistic competency
needed to Arabic teachers as a second language has been
emerged with an average of (4.40 out of 5) as a second place.

- The degree of the importance of the planning competency needed
to Arabic teachers as a second language has been emerged with
an average of (4.39 out of 5) as a third place.

- The degree of the importance of the evaluation of learning the
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linguistic roles needed to Arabic teachers as a second language
has been emerged with an average of (4.36 out of 5) as the last
place.

In view of the findings, the study deduced clear recommendations,

including:

1-

Prepare the Teacher Competency Tests or what is sometimes
called the Teacher's Test as the most important measures used for
granting the licenses of practicing the profession to the teachers
of Arabic as a second language, and the more substantive tests in
evaluating the teachers' performance.

Refer to the present study to prepare a list of the professional
competencies of Arabic teachers as a second language in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

Prepare a development programme built on the foundation of the
competencies to raise the competency of the teachers of Arabic as
a second language.

Use the competencies' list in the study to evaluate the
performance of the teachers of Arabic as a second language.
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
