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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to identity the competencies of
the cultural intersection among the teachers of the second
Arabic language. To achieve this objective of the study, the
researcher used the descriptive descriptive approach to
achieve the following:

o Identify the knowledge of the cultural intersection that
the teachers of the Arabic language for non-native
speakers must be aware of and know.

o To identity the directions of the cultural intersection
between teachers of Arabic and non-Arabic speakers.

e To know the skills of cultural cross-cultural teachers of
the Arabic language for non-native speakers.

In order to achieve the objectives of the study, the

researcher used two research tools: questionnaire and



interview. The questionnaire was distributed to teachers
and specialists to identify their vision, knowledge, attitudes
and skills, and to identify quantitative implications of their
practices in the classroom environment itself. The sample of
the study consisted of 48 teachers studying Arabic as a
second language in the institutes of Arabic language
teaching at Imam Muhammad bin Saud Islamic University
and the Institute of Arabic Language Teaching at King Saud
University in the academic year 1439H. The interview was
conducted with a group of Arabic language teachers and
their second language learners, to learn about detailed
things and indications of how they are not usually detected
through questionnaires.

The results of the study resulted in the following:

- Achieving a three-dimensional measure of cultural
cross—cultural competency among Arabic language
teachers, which includes three  dimensions:
knowledge, orientation, and skills.

- The results of the study showed the agreement of all
respondents, or the interviewer interviewed in depth
the importance of this subject in the field of teaching

Arabic as a second language.



- The results of the study showed that there are no
statistically ~ significant  differences between the
responses of the sample of the study about the
competencies of the cultural intersection, which
teachers should be aware of and knowledge in these
dimensions, due to difterences in the scientific rank of
the sample members.

- The results of the study showed that there are
statistically ~ significant  differences between the
responses of the sample of the study about the
competencies of the cultural intersection, which the
teachers should be aware of and their knowledge in
these dimensions, due to the difterent type of

university from which the sample members graduated .

- The results of the study showed difterences in the
distance (knowledge of the cultural intersection)
indicating that there are statistically significant
differences between the responses of the sample of the
study on the competencies of the cultural intersection,
which teachers must be aware of and knowledge in

this dimension, due to the difference in the number of



years of experience of the sample members, For

experienced sample members (more than 10 years).

The statistical study and its analysis indicate that there

are no statistically significant differences between the

responses of the sample of the study on the competencies of

the cultural intersection, which the teachers should be

aware of and knowledge in these dimensions, due to the

difference in the number of years of experience of the

sample members.
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
