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Abstract of the study

The research aimed to identify the level of analytical reading of learners
of Arabic as a second language among a sample of learners of Arabic as a
second language in Riyadh, at the Institute of Teaching Arabic to Non-Native
Speakers at Princess Nourah bint Abdulrahman University, which numbered
in the third level (46) and the fourth level (24) learners, and to achieve this
goal, a list of analytical reading skills for learners of Arabic as a second
language was prepared, and a test to measure the level of performance of
language learners in analytical reading skills that were previously identified,
and after applying a tool Search.

The research mainly aimed to identify the analytical reading skills of
learners of Arabic as a second language, by preparing a list of analytical
reading skills necessary for learners of Arabic as a second language, and
measuring the level of learners of Arabic as a second language in those skills,
then developing a vision for the development of analytical reading skills
among learners of Arabic as a second language, and the research was
conducted on 70 learners (46 at the third level, and 24 at the fourth level).

At Princess Nourah bint Abdulrahman University in Riyadh, research
data were collected by the research tool, which is (test), and a set of statistical
methods were used that suit the nature of the data, including frequencies,
percentages, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, simple correlation
coefficient, Cronbach's alpha coefficient, and a test for the difference
between the averages of two independent samples, The results showed an
average level of literal reading skills, a high level of interpretive analytical
reading skills, a low level of critical analytical reading skills, and an overall
average level of analytical reading skills, and the results showed no
differences between third and fourth level students in analytical reading
skills.
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
