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Abstract:

This study aimed to evaluate the writing skills of elementary
students in International Schools in three criteria: Y. Hand writing
quality and clarity Y. Applying the dictation rules. Y. Composition
Writing, to identify the students' level in writing skills and
determine the biggest writing problems they face, aiming to draw
the attention of the researchers and those interested in Arabic
language to find the suitable ways to improve it and solve the
problems.

For this purpose, the researcher used the descriptive analytical
method. The study sample consisted from eighty fifth grade
students chosen haphazardly from international schools in
Arriyadh in the second semester Y¢¢./)Y€€VYH,

To collect the data of this study, the researcher made two study
tools and confirmed their validity and reliability:

The first is a list of the criteria by which we can evaluate the
writing skills of the elementary fifth grade students with
statements to determine the students' ability degree in each skill (
very high — high — medium — weak — very week ).

The second is a writing paper given to the students for evaluating
their writing skills.

After applying the writing paper, the researcher analyzed its
results statistically and came up with these results:

A weekness found in the skills of applying dictation rules and a
great weekness in composition writing. No signs of weekness
appeared in the quality or clarity of their writing.

The average of applying dictation rules was ( Y.+ YY) with ability
degree (medium). The average of composition writing was ( Y,4+)
with ability degree ( medium). The average of the hand writing
quality and clarity of writing was (¥.9Y) with ability degree (
high).
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
