The importance of the study
The importance of the language used in education. The
research mainly draws the attention of those who are
concerned towards the obstacles facing the students of
applied medical science colleges during the process of
learning using English language and determining their
attitude and the impact of its use on their on their
apprehension and procurement along with what it may add
if learnt in the Arabic language.
The main objectives of the study.
1- Defining the attitude of the students of applied medical
sciences colleges towards applying Arabic or English
languages.
2- Measuring the impact of using Arabic Language while
teaching the applied medical sciences students in comparison

with using English language.



The approaches and procedures applied:
In his study, the researcher used the following two
approaches:
1- The survey-descriptive approach, where he applied two
questionnaires to define the attitude of the sample study
group amounting ( 51 ) students applying the statistical
methods represented in frequencies, percentages. Arithmetic
means, standard dewviation, paired samples t-test,
independent samples t-tests, Pearson and Cronbach mehods.
2- The quasi-experimental approach, the researcher has
designed a post-achievement test to detect the effect of using
Arabic in learning in comparison with using English language
for the sample study group. The researcher used the statistic
method represented in ( Mann-Whitney ) test and the paired
and independent t- tests, ets squared and Wilcoxon signed
ranks test.

The study outcome:
1- Neutral attitude of target study sample group towards
using Arabic language but positively high with using English
language,
2- The indirect attitudes have shown a higher rank of
utilizing English language than implementing Arabic
language and their attitude with regard to using Enghsh

language is more positive than using Arabic.



3- The sample study students' attitude in terms of using
Arabic language in medical education is negative whereas it
is positive with regard to using English in the target
education.
4- There are some differences in the result of the
achievement test in favour of the experimental group
studying the curriculum using Arabic due to the teaching
language influence.
5- Students' direct and indirect attitudes have become more
positive in terms of utilizing Arabic in the learning process
after conducting the experiment.

Study main recommendations:
1- Considering using the Arabic language in education since
it leads to manifesting the Arabic language capable of
encompassing the different sciences.
2- The impossibility of discarding learning foreign languages
for it is a necessity that a student master at least one foreign
language amid the university stage in the hope that they can
benefit from the other cultures achievements.
3- The promptitude of setting a national guided plan to
gradually using the Arabic language in education through

planned stages and creating all possible means for its success.
