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ABSTRACT

The present study dealt with the critical (Measuremental) study of
curricula of teaching Arabic language in the Indian Private
religious universities in the academic year 2017-2018, and took
the book Al-Qiraatur Rasheeda Part I as a study sample and
aimed to:

1. Determining the standards required in the curricula of
Arabic education in India's private religious universities.

2. To determine the availability of these standards in the
curricula of teaching Arabic in India's private religious
universities.

The researcher followed the analytical descriptive method
because it is the most appropriate in evaluating Arabic language
courses in private religious universities of India and took the
content analysis form as a tool.

The researcher followed a number of procedures:

1~ Searching for the reference books, terminology, visions
experiences related to the study.

2- Preparation of a form (tool) to evaluate the curricula of
teaching Arabic language in private religious universities
of India containing on a number of items agreed upon by
the specialists in the field.

3- Statistical analysis procedures.

4-  Presentation of the important results and proposals.

The study reached the following conclusions:

1) The book achieved the standard of technical aspects and

output by 51.25%.



2) The book processed the vocabulary component according
to the required standards by 70%.

3) The book processed the compositions according to the
required standards by 65.71%.

4) The book was concerned with the development of the
skills of speaking and writing on a surface level and did not
care to develop the skill of listening: This criterion is
achieved in the book by 75%.

5) The book was able to handle the reading skills according to
the required standards by 69.37%.

6) Achieved the psychological aspect standard in the book by
68%.

7) The standard of cultural content in the book is achieved by
93.33%.

8) Achieved the educational content according to the
required standards in the book by 36%.

9) The book dealt with exercises according to the required
standards by 74.28%.

The study came out with the following recommendations:

1. Rearranging the book according to the required standards,
and providing it with functional images.

2. Adjusting the exercises of the book (Harakat) and adding
communication based exercises.

3. Replacing some uncommon words with common ones.

4. Taking into consideration the gradual introduction of
vocabulary and compositions.

5. Comprehensive review of the book according to required

standards.
